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NAME AND OBJECT

The name of the Club shall be ‘ Castle Cove Sailing Club’ (hereinafter referred to in
these rules as the Club).

The object of the Club shall be the furtherance of the sport of sailing in the locality.
OFFICERSOF THE CLUB

The Officers of the Club shall be Ordinary, Adult Family or Junior Members of the
Club and shall consist of a Commodore, Vice-Commodore, Rear-Commodore Sail-
ing, Rear Commodore Shore, Honorary (Hon) Secretary, Honorary (Hon) Treasurer,
Honorary (Hon) Sailing Secretary.

MEMBERSHIP

Anyone who sails regularly with the Club shall seek membership

There shall be the following categories of membership with power to vote at all meet-
ings of the Club as indicated hereunder and with the following rights and privileges.
Ordinary, Adults within Family membership, Junior and Honorary Members shall be
referred to, where gppropriate, as Full Members within the Rules and Byelaws of the Club.
An ORDINARY MEMBER - being a person who, at the date of election is over the
age of 24, shall have one vote and shall have the full use of al the Club facilities.

A FAMILY MEMBER - which expression shall include his/her spouse (as may be)
(herein referred to as * Adult Family’) and any of their children less than 18 years of
age on 1% February in the subscription year. (S)he shall have the full use of al the
Club facilities subject only to Rule 10.1 The family unit shall have two votes, exer-
cisable by the Adult Family Members.

A JUNIOR MEMBER - being a person who is aged not less than 18 years nor more
than 24 years on 1% February in the subscription year shall have one vote and shall
have the full use of al the Club facilities.

A CADET MEMBER - isaperson who, at the date of election, is under the age of 18
but at least 12 years of age on 1% February in the subscription year or aFamily Member
of less than 18 years of age on the 1% February in the subscription year. (S)he shall have
thefull use of al the Club facilities subject only to Rule 10.1. (S)he shall have no vote.
GROUP MEMBERS - Non-commercia organisations or groups providing education
or training may apply for membership. The fees for both membership and facilities
shdll be decided by the Committee. Group membership entitles the group to one vote.
HONORARY MEMBERS are individualy elected by the Club and shall have the
full use of al the Club facilities. An Honorary Member shall have one vote.
EX-OFFICIO HONORARY M EMBERS have Honorary membership temporarily
conferred in recognition of their appointmentsin other clubs and associations. They
shall have no vote.

DISCRETIONARY MEMBER: Discretionary membership may be granted at the
discretion of the Committee to long-standing Members who no longer use the Club’s
facilities. They shall have no vote.

LIFEMEMBERSHIP: A category of life membership may beintroduced by the Committee
for amaximum of 20 individua Members a any timewho shdl dready hold Ordinary or Fam-
ily Membership (but exduding Cadet Members). In the event of over-subscription, they shal
be selected by random balot by the Committee. The subscription for Life Membership shdl be
determined by the Committee & thetime of offer. A Life Member shdl have onevote
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TEMPORARY MEMBERSHIP

Temporary Members shdl have no vote.

There shdl bethefollowing sub-categories of Temporary Members

Temporary Member (1 month)

Temporary Member (Salling Event)

Temporary Member (Socid Event)

Temporary Member (Cruising)

whoserightsand privileges are stated below:

A visitor may join the Club as a Temporary Member (1 month) normally for a period
of 1 month and shall pay fees as set out in the relevant Byelaws.

A visitor who isregistered as sailing or officiating in any race, series of races or any event
sponsored by or on behdf of the Club shal be deemed to be a Temporary Member (Salling
Event) and is entitled to use the Club premises within aperiod of 24 hours before and after
the races, series of racesor event. Therule shall gpply to their families and partners.

Any vidtor invited by aMember to atend a Socid Event that has been approved by the
Committee under the conditions of the relevant Byelaws shdl be deemed to be a Temporary
Member (Socid Event) for the duration of the Socid Event provided their name hasbeen
notified to the Hon Secretary at least 48 hoursin advance of the event.

The crew of visiting yachts using a mooring (subject to the relevant Byelaws) for
less than 7 days shall be automatically regarded as Temporary Members (Cruising)
during the period of their visit to the Club.

A Temporary Member:

Shdl haveno right to enter Club races or regattas unless specificaly authorised by the Hon.
Secretary or Committee or registered under Rule 3.13.4.

Shdl haveno right to introduce visitorsto the Club or itsfadilities.

Shdl have no right to take any part in the management of the Club.

Isheld to imply hisor her acquiescence thereafter to the Club Rules and current Bydlaws as
if he or she were aMember of the Club.

Shdl beligbleto be expdled from the Club premises or to be prohibited from using the Club
fadlitiesif, in the opinion of an Officer of the Club, heor she shdl not have reasonably com-
plied with the above conditions.

Candidates for membership shdl have no privileges whatsoever in rdaion to the use of the
Club or premises.

Every Member on election and theresfter, is automaticaly deemed to have read, understood
and undertakesto comply with the Club Rules and the current Byelaws of the Club. Any refusd
or neglect to do so, or any conduct which, in the opinion of the Committee, is either unworthy of
aMember or atherwiseinjuriousto theinterests of the Club, shal render aMember lidhleto
expulson by the Committee PROVIDED THAT, before expdling aMember, the Committee
shdl cdl upon such Member for awritten explanation of the Member's conduct and shdl give
the Member full opportunity of making explanation to the Committee, or of resigning. A
Resolution to expd aMember shdl be carried by asimple mgority vote of the Committee
ANNUAL SUBSCRIPTIONS

The membership year runs from 1 February to 31 January.

4.2 Therate of Entrance and Subscription fee for each category of Membership shall be
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proposed by the Committee to the Members at the Annual General Meeting in each
year. Approved changes shall become operative on thefirst day of February in the
year following. The current rate of Entrance and Subscription fee shall be promi-
nently displayed in the Club premises and published in the Handbook.

Members may use Club facilities as described in the Byelaws. The fees for use will be
prescribed by the committee, prominently displayed in the Club premises and pub-
lished in the Handbook.

All new Members shall pay the Entrance fee, their first annual subscription and other
fees as shall be requested within one month of notification of election to the Club. In
default of such payment, the membership election shall be void unless sufficient cause
for delay is shown.

Members shall pay annual subscriptions on or before the first day of February in each
year. Members who have not paid their annual subscriptions on or before the last day
of February in each year will be deemed to have withdrawn from Membership and
must reapply and pay the Entrance Fee if they wish to be reinstated as a Member.
Where fees for use of Club facilities apply, Membersintending to use such facilities
(e.g. boat storage and moorings) shall pay in advance of usage.

Provided that a Member elected after the first day of August in any year shall pay half
the annual subscription applicable for that year and that a Member elected after the
first day of November in any year shall not be required to pay any subscription in re-
spect of the year of election, but shall pay, on election, the Entrance fee and the an-
nual subscription in respect of the year following el ection.

ELECTION AND RETIREMENT OF MEMBERS

Every candidate for membership (except Honorary and Temporary Members)
shall be proposed and seconded by two Full Members of the Club, both of
whom must be personally acquainted with the candidate and countersigned by a
Member of the Committee.

An application for membership shall be on the form prescribed by the Committee.
Upon receipt of an application for membership, the Hon. Membership Secretary shall
enter such application in a Register of Candidates, shall advise the candidate to ac-
quaint themselves with the rules and byelaws of the Club and shall cause the applica
tion form to be prominently displayed in the Club premises for at least fourteen days
before the meeting of the Committee at which such application for membership shall
be considered. The Hon. Membership Secretary shall be notified of any objections
during that period. The election of al classes of Membersis vested in the Committee
and shall be by a simple majority vote of the Committee. The Hon. Membership Sec-
retary shall inform each candidate in writing of the candidate's el ection or non-
election. (S)he shall furnish an elected candidate with a copy of the Rules and Bye-
laws of the Club and make request for such payments as are necessary.

An application for Temporary Membership (1 month and Social Event) shall be dis-
played on the Club notice board for at least 48 hours prior to the decision to grant
Temporary Membership. The Hon. Membership Secretary shall be notified of any
objections during that period. All subscriptions and fees pertaining must be paid on
application for Temporary Membership and will be refunded if Temporary Member-
ship is not approved. Approval is by agreement of at least two Committee members.
Membership of the Club and acceptance of these Rules by the Member will be
deemed to constitute consent to the holding of relevant personal datafor the purposes
of the Data Protection Act 1998.
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A Member wishing to retire from membership shall give notice in writing to the Hon.
Membership Secretary before the last day of December and shall not then be liable to
pay the subscription for the following year. Upon re-gpplication by a past Member the
Committee may, at its discretion, waive payment of an Entrance Fee.

The Committee may cancel, without notice given, the membership of any Member
whose annual subscription and other annual fees are more than two monthsin arrears
provided that the Committee may, at its discretion, re-instate such Member upon pay-
ment of arrears and an administration fee to be determined by the Committee. No
Member whose annual payments are in arrears may enter any Club event or regatta or
vote at any meeting.

OBLIGATIONS OF MEMBERS

Every Member shall furnish the Hon. Membership Secretary with an up-to-date ad-
dress which shall be recorded in the Register of Members and any notice sent to such
address shall be deemed to have been duly delivered.

A list of names, addresses and tel ephone numbers of Members for use in case of emer-
gency shall be kept in the Clubhouse. It is the responsibility of each Member to ensure
that thisinformation is kept up to date.

Members shall fulfil dutiesin accordance with the relevant Byelaws. Members who
fail to fulfil duties may be deemed by the Committee to be subject to Rule 3.15
(neglect of Rules and Byelaws).

All guests and the introducing Member shall sign the Visitors book, which shall record
the name and address of the guest.

Not more than four guests may be introduced by a Member in any one day and the
same guest may not be introduced to the Club more than six timesin any calendar year
except when Rule 3.13.5 applies.

The introducing Member shall be responsible for the conduct of the guests while on
Club premises.

Members shall be responsible for al payments on behalf of their guests.

A Member shall settle any debts for refreshment or otherwise before leaving the Club
premises, or in accordance with any Byelaw relating to the settlement of such debts.

A Member shall not knowingly remove, injure, destroy or damage any property of the Club
and shal make regtitution for the sameif called upon to do so by the Committee.
Communication exhibited on the Club’s notice boards must be appropriate to the aims
and objects of the Club. The Hon Secretary or appropriate Committee Member may
remove communications deemed by them to be inappropriate or out of date.

All suggestions shall be entered in the Suggestions book and signed by the Member.
Complaints of any nature rlating to the management of the Club premises shall be addressed
in writing to the Hon. Secretary. Committee Members only shal reprimand employees.

The Hon. Secretary or any other person who has received the authority of two Mem-
bers of the Committee, may expel, temporarily or permanently, any person who is us-
ing the Club premises under Rule 3.13 (Temporary Members).

In addition to the powers given to the Committee under Rule 5.7 and Rule 9.1 hereof
if, at any time, any fees payable to the Club by any Member or former Member shall
be two months or more in arrears and the property of aMember or former Member
remains upon the Club premises, the Committee may:

Move the property to any part of the Club premises without being liable for any loss or
damage to the property howsoever caused.

Give one month's notice in writing to the Member or former Member at hisor her last
known address as shown in the Club Register and thereafter sell the property and de-
duct any monies due to the Club. (Whether by way of arrears of subscription or annual
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payments, mooring, dinghy park fees or otherwise) from the net proceeds of sale be-
fore accounting for the balance (if any) to the Member or former Member.
Alternatively, if the property isunsdeable, after giving noticein writing as aforesaid, digpose
of the property in any manner the Committee may think fit and deem the cost of so doing and
any arears as aforesad to be adebt owing to the Club by the Member or former Member.
Further the Club shall at all times have alien over Members or former Members' prop-
erty in respect of all monies due to the Club, whether in respect of arrears of subscription
or annual payments, mooring, dinghy park fees or otherwise.

PROVIDED ALWAYSTHAT if proper evidenceis available to show that all rea-
sonable steps have been taken to trace aMember or former Member and that when and
if the property is sold the proceeds of sale (unlesstaken in whole or in part to repay any
indebtedness by the Member or former Member to the Club) have been placed upon
bank deposit account and retained against the eventuality of aclaim by the owner
(whether he be the said Member or former Member or otherwise) for aperiod of six
years then the sale proceeds and interest accrued shdl belong to the Club.

LIMITATION OF CLUB LIABILITY AND INDEMNITY

Members of the Club, their guests or visitors are bound by the following rule, which
shall also be exhibited in a prominent place within the Club premises.

Members of the Club, their guests or visitors may use the Club premises, and any
other facilities of the Club, entirely at their own risk and by implication accept:

The Club will not accept any liability for any damage to or loss of property belonging
to Members, their guests or visitors to the Club,

The Club will not accept any ligbility for personal injury arising out of the use of the
Club premises, or any other facilities of the Club either sustained by Members, their
guests or visitors or caused by the said Members, guests or visitors whether or not such
damage or injury could have been attributed to or was occasioned by the neglect, default
or negligence of any of them, the Officers, Committee or employees of the Club.

All boats, tenders and other belongings kept on moorings, on Club property and in tender
racks on Castle Cove Beach mugt be clearly and visibly identified with meansto identify
ownership. All such boats (except smdl inflatables) must be covered for third party risks of
aminimum of £2M.

The Club shal indemnify any Officer, Committee Member or person authorised to act on
behdf of the Club against any claim for damages arising from the actions carried out on
behalf of the Club

THE COMMITTEE

The Committee shall consist of the Officers- Ex Officio and three Full Members of the
Club (The elected Committee Members). The Officers- Ex Officio shall be elected at
the Annual General Meeting in each year and shall retire annually, but be eligible for
re-election. The elected Committee members shall be elected at an Annua Generd
Meeting. Not less than five members shall be boat owners.

At the Annual General Meeting each year one of the el ected Committee members shall
retirein order of election or seniority. In the case of equal seniority the order of retire-
ment shall, failing agreement between the members concerned, be determined by lot.
Members retiring under the rule shall not be eligible for re-election to the Committee
until the Annual General Meeting next following the meeting a which they retire.

At least 14 days before the Annua General Meeting a proforma shall be posted on the Sec-
retary’ s Notice board in the Clubhouse to receive nominations for Officers and Committee
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members. Each nomination to show and be signed by the proposer and seconder. Nomi-
nations shall aso be sent to the Hon. Secretary. Nominations shall close 48 hours before
the start of the meeting. If the number of candidates for election is greater than the num-
ber of vacanciesto befilled then there shall be aballot.
If the number of candidates for eection is equd to or lessthan the number of vacanciesto
befilled then dl candidates shall be deemed to be elected if asimple mgjority of those pre-
sent at the Annual General Meeting, and entitled to vote, vote in favour of such eection.
In the event of the ballot failing to determine the members of the Committee because
of an equality of votes the candidate or candidates to be el ected from those having an
equal number of votes shall be determined by lot.
If, for any reason, a casual vacancy shall occur, the Committee may co-opt a Full
Member to fill such avacancy until the next following Annual General Meeting.
The Committee shall meet at least every two months making such arrangements as to
the conduct, place of assembly and holding of such meetings asit shall decide. The
Commodore or in his absence a Chairman elected by those present shall preside.
Voting by amajority of those Committee members present and (except in the case of a
resolution relating to the expulsion of aMember) shall be by show of hands. In the
case of equality of votes the Commodore shall have a second and casting vote.
Six Members personally present shall form a quorum at a meeting of the Committee.

POWERS AND DUTIES OF THE COMMITTEE

The Committee shall manage the affairs of the Club according to the Rules and Bye-
laws and shall cause the funds of the Club to be applied solely to the objects of the
Club or for a benevolent or charitable purpose nominated by General Meeting.

The Committee shall have power to co-opt additional Members and to fill vacancies
and to form such Subcommittees as it may deem necessary and may delegate such
powers as it may think fit upon such terms and conditions as shall be deemed expedi-
ent and/or required by law. These may include: a Sailing Committee, to arrange the
Racing Programme and appoint a Training Officer to promote training and improve
sailing skills; a Cruising Committee to co-ordinate Cruising activities; aMooring
Committee to administer the Mooring Area; a Social Committee to deal with social
events and refreshments; a Bar Committee to administer the bar and order the neces-
sary supplies of liquor and ancillary stocks; a House Committee to be responsible for
maintenance and use of the Clubhouse; a Grounds Committee to administer land; a
Communications Group responsible for marketing and public relations; a Club Boats'
Committee that shall maintain ferry and safety boats and manage drivers; a Boat Park
Committee to administer boat storage; a Cadet Committee to co-ordinate Cadet activi-
ties and a Forward Planning Committee. Project teams accountable to the General
Committee may be established for specific purposes. Subcommittees shall consist of
such Members of the Club as the Committee may think fit and may include elected
Members of the Committee. The Commodore and the Hon. Secretary are members ex
officio of al Subcommittees.

The Committee shall make such byelaws asit shall from time to time think fit. Such
byelaws shall not be created, repesaled or amended except by a majority vote of those
present and entitled to vote. The Committee shall cause the same to be exhibited in the
Club premises for fourteen days before the date of implementation.

The Committee shall produce a Handbook each year containing the current Byelaws
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and Sailing Instructions, and acopy supplied to each Full Member. Copies of the
Rules of the Club shall be available from the Hon. Secretary.

The fees for the use of the Club facilities will be decided by the Committee and printed
in the Club Handbook.

The Committee may enter into licences with non-commercia organisations providing
education or training for the use of Club Property upon such terms and for such periods
not exceeding one year as the Committee shall decide.

Borrowing powers: If a any time the Club in General Meeting pass aresolution
authorising the Committee to borrow money:

The Committee may borrow, for the purposes of the Club, the amount of money (either
at onetime or from time to time) and upon such terms and in the form and manner
authorised and upon the security specified in the resolution and

Every Member of the Club whether they vote on the resolution authorising borrowing
or not and every one becoming a Member of the Club after the passing of such areso-
lution is deemed to have assented to the resolution asif they had voted in favour of it.
Property: The Club may in General Meeting pass a resolution authorising the Commit-
tee to digpose of or acquire on behalf of the Club any property whether freehold or
leasehold and to create any lease of the Club property upon such terms and in such
form and manner and with such authorisation asis specified in the resolution.
Employees and Contractors:

The Committee may engage employees on afull or part time basis and permanently or
temporarily and at such level of pay asthe Committee decide and may dismiss any em-
ployee. The Committee may engage contractorsto carry out works on behalf of the Club.
A Club Boatman may be nominated and engaged on contract by the Club Boats Com-
mittee to carry out, under the general direction and supervision of the Committee such
work asindicated in the job description. Other work that the Committee may require
may be undertaken at fees deemed to be fair and reasonable.

Powersto Contract

A Member of the Committee, of a Subcommittee or any officer of the Club, in transact-
ing business for the Club, shall discloseto third partiesthat heis so acting.

The Committee, or any person or Subcommittee delegated by the Committee to act as
agent for the Club or its Members, shall enter into contract only as far as expresdy
authorised, or authorised by implication, by the Members. No one shall, without the
express authority of the membership in General Mesting, pledge the credit of the mem-
bership otherwise than in the ordinary conduct of the affairs of the Club.

In pursuance of the authority vested in the Committee by Members of the Club, mem-
bers of the Committee are entitled to be indemnified by the Members of the Club
against any liabilities properly incurred by them or any one of them on behalf of the
Club wherever the contract is of a duly authorised nature or could be assumed to be of
aduly authorised nature and entered into on behalf of the Club. The limit of any indi-
vidua Member'sindemnity in this respect shal be a sum equal to one year's subscrip-
tion at the then current rate of that category of membership unless the Committee has
been authorised to exceed such limit by a General Meeting of the Club.

Honorary Members:

The Committee may nominate for election at an Annual General Meeting such Hon-
orary Members as the Committee may think fit. The total of such Honorary Members
shall mot, however in any time exceed such limit by a General Meeting of the Club

Meeting each year and shall be duly elected if asimple mgjority of those present
and entitled to vote, vote in favour of election.
PURCHASE AND SUPPLY OF EXCISABLE GOODS

The purchase for the Club of excisable goods and the supply of the same upon Club
premises shall be exclusively and solely under the control of the Committee, or of a
specia Subcommittee appointed by the Committee. Intoxicating liquor may only be
sold for consumption on the Club premises to persons over the age of eighteen who
are entitled to use the Club premises in pursuance of the Rules and Byelaws for the
time being in force. No Member under the age of eighteen may purchase or attempt to
purchase intoxicating liquor within the Club premises nor may any persons under the
age of eighteen enter or remain in the Clubroom when the bar is open unless an adult
Member is present.
Subject to the requirements of the licensing authorities, the Committee shall cause the
Club bar to be opened for the sale of excisable goods to persons entitled to use the
Club’s premises in pursuance of these rules PROVIDED THAT visitors names and
addresses and the name of their introducer shall have been entered in the Visitors
Book upon entry to Club premises.
The Club bar shall be open to Members at such times (and the times shall be promi-
nently exhibited in the Club premises) as may be decided by the Committee subject to
any restrictions imposed from time to time by the Licensing Authority
No person shall take a commission, percentage or other such payment in connection
with the purchase of excisable goods for the Club. Any profit deriving from the sdl e of
such goods shall (after deduction of the costs of providing such goods for the benefit
of the Club) be applied to the provision of additional amenities or the purchase of
property to be held in trust for the benefit of the Club.
Proper Bar accounts of all purchases and receipts shall be kept and presented at the
Annual General Meeting in each year and such information as the Hon. Secretary or
Auditors may require shall be furnished to enable any statutory return or statement
and the payment of excise or other duty or tax to be made.

TRUSTEES

There shall be at |east two and not more than four Trustees for the Club who
shall be appointed from time to time as necessary by the Committee of the Club
from among Full Members who are willing to be so appointed. A Trustee shall
hold office during his life-time or until he shall resign, by notice in writing
given to the Committee, or until aresolution removing him from office shall be
passed at a meeting of the Committee by a majority comprising two-thirds of
the Members present and entitled to vote.

All the property of the Club, including land and investments, shall be held by
the Trustees for the time being, in their own names so far asit is necessary and
practicable, on trust for the use and benefit of the Club. In the event of the
death, resignation, or removal from office of a Trustee, the Committee shall
nominate a new Trustee in his place, and shall as soon as possible thereafter
take all lawful and practicable steps to procure the vesting of all Club property
into the names of the Trustees as constituted after such nomination. For the
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purpose of giving effect to any such nomination, the Hon. Secretary for the
time being is hereby nominated as the person to appoint new Trustees of the
Club within the meaning of Section 36 of the Trustee Act 1925 and shall by
Deed duly appoint the person or persons so nominated by the Committee.

The Trustees shall in all respects act, in regard to any property of the Club held by
them, in accordance with the directions of the Committee and shall have power to
acquire, sell, lease, mortgage or pledge any Club property so held for the purpose of
raising or borrowing money for the benefit of the Club in compliance with the Com-
mittee's directions (which shall be duly recorded in the Minutes of the proceedings of
the Committee) but no purchaser, lessee or mortgagee shall be concerned to enquire
whether any such direction has been given.

The Trustees must at the direction of the Committee make any acquisition or disposition
of the Club property or any part of it and enter into any agreement in relation to the Club
property as the Committee thinks proper to give effect to such acquisition or disposal or
to give security for any loan and interest authorised by the Club in General Meeting.
The Trustees shall be effectually indemnified by the Committee out of the assets of
the Club from and against any liability, costs, expenses and payments whatsoever
which may be properly incurred or made by them in the exercise of their dutiesor in
relation to any property of the Club vested in them, or in relation to any lega proceed-
ings, or which otherwise relate directly or indirectly to the performance of the func-
tions of a Trustee of the Club.

There shall beincorporated into every contract, lease, licence or other agreement en-
tered into by the Trustees of the Club a statement that the liability of the Trustees for
the performance of any contractual or other obligation undertaken by them on behalf
of the Club shall be limited to the assets of the Club.

MEETINGSOF THE CLUB

An Annual General Meeting of the Club shall be held during the last quarter of each
calendar year to receive the accounts for the previous financial year ending the last
day of August, to elect Officers and Committee, to amend or make new Rules and to
deal with any other general business on a date to be fixed by the Committee. The Hon.
Secretary shall at least fourteen days before the date of such meeting or of any Gen-
eral Meeting as hereinafter mentioned post or deliver to each Member, except Tempo-
rary Members, notice hereof and of the business to be brought forward thereat.

No business, except the passing of the Accounts and the election of the Officers,
Committee, Trustees and Auditors, and any business that the Committee may order to
be inserted in the notice convening the meeting shall be discussed a such meeting
unless notice thereof be given in writing by a Member entitled to vote to the Hon.
Secretary at least 28 days before the date of the Annual General Meeting.

The Committee may at any time, upon giving fourteen days notice in writing, call a
Genera Meeting of the Club for any special business, the nature of which shall be
stated in the summons convening the meeting, and the discussion at such meeting
shall be confined to the business stated in the notice sent to Members.

The Committee shall similarly call a Special General Meeting upon awritten request,
addressed to the Hon. Secretary by at least 30 Members, specifying the business to be
discussed. The discussion at such meeting shall be confined to the business stated in
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the notice sent to Members.

At every meeting of the Club the Commodore or, in their absence, a Chairman elected
by those present shall preside.

Forty Members entitled to vote and personally present shall form a quorum at any
General meeting of the Club.

No Member may have more than one vote except as stated in Rule 3.5 for
Family Members. Members without voting rights (See Rule 3) may attend but
are not entitled to vote.

Voting, except upon the election by ballot of members of the Committee, shall be by
show of hands.

In the case of an equality of votes the Chairman shall have a second or casting vote,
on any matter other than the election of members of the Committee.

12.10 On any resolution properly put to a meeting of the Club relating to the creation, repeal

13.

or amendment of any Rule of the Club such Rule shall not be created, repealed or
amended except by a mgjority vote of those present and entitled to vote.

DISSOLUTION OF THE CLUB

If, upon the winding up or dissolution of the Club, there remains after the satisfaction
of dl its debts and liabilities any property whatsoever, the same shall not be paid to or
distributed amongst the Members of the Club but shall be given or transferred to some
other ingtitution or institutions having objects similar to the objects of the Club, such
ingtitution or institutions to be determined by the Members of the Club by Resolution
passed at a General Meeting at or before the time of the dissolution and if, and so far
as, effect cannot be given to such provision, then to some charitable object. Thisrule
may not be overturned except by avote of atwo-thirds majority of al Members.
